The signs were created as part of SGP’s Signs Up initiative, which began in 2008 to help visitors identify, 
enjoy, and learn about the recreational and heritage assets of the Susquehanna Greenway.  Thanks to 

volunteer assistance from the Theodore Burr Covered Bridge Society of PA, and a grant from the 
Columbia County Commissioners Tourism Fund, the signs reveal the unique story of each bridge. The 

interpretive signs will bring local history to life, promote heritage tourism, and encourage the public to 

explore the Susquehanna Greenway.
